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Hospital employees donate $30,000 for ICU

Money comes from voluntary payroll deductions

SHERIDAN Nearly 250 people attended the
Sheridan Memorial Hospital Foundation breakfast
Thursday and donated about $30,000 to the hospi-
tal s planned Intensive Care Unit expansion.

Ada Kirven, executive director of the
Foundation, said the total is an estimate.
Employees give donations through a payroll
deduction throughout the year. The first employee
donation was given in 2004, and since that year,
SMH employees have donated around $190,000 to
hospital programs.

Thanks to everyone who was able to attend the
partner celebration, Kirven said in an email to
The Sheridan Press. It was a great turnout 247

and our nutritional services staff outdid them-

selves again with wonderful pancakes, ham and
fruit.

Volunteers Barbara Campbell and Taesub Kim
provided piano music, she said.

The employees voted between donating to the
ICU expansion, the Welch Cancer Center expan-
sion and a planned cardiac catheter lab. The ICU
expansion received 93 votes, the cancer center
received 44 and the cath lab received 46.

All three choices on the ballot received a good
number of votes, Kirven said.

The donation will be set aside and restricted for
the ICU. The ICU expansion will support
improved patient and family care and is a strategic
initiative of the hospital board of trustees and hos-
pital leadership, she said.
