No, American Airlines tickets are generally non-transferable, meaning you cannot officially 
transfer a ticket to another person.  🎀＋１－８８８－４２５－９６９５🎀The name on the ticket 
must match the ID of the traveler at check-in.

Are American tickets non-transferable?
